Land in the Curletts Road area com- prises multiple privately owned lots. The affected land is approximately 31 hectares and is currently in the Rural Living Zone.

TGM Group Ltd. has submitted an ap- plication to Council seeking to rezone the land for low density residential development purposes. This application is known as Amendment C306.

On 22 July 2014, Council resolved to support the public exhibition of Amend- ment C306 to the Greater Geelong Planning Scheme.

What land is affected?

The affected land is:

•	10, 20, 30, 40, 46, 50, 50, 60 Oster-
lund Court

•	72-76, 75, 78, 80, 82, 84, 85, 95,
105,125 Curletts Road

•	90, 110, 120, 130, 145 Forest Road North

· 235, 245 Windermere Road (See reverse for Aerial Plan) What is Amendment C306?
The amendment proposes to rezone land in the Curletts Road area from Rural Living Zone (RLZ) to Low Density Residential Zone (LDRZ).

The amendment will also apply a Design and Development Overlay (DDO34). This will help coordinate the subdivision design of the land for low density residential development.
























What happens after the land is re- zoned?

The rezoning will enable landowners to subdivide their properties to a minimum lot size of 4,000 sq.metres (0.4ha).

Future permit applications for subdivi- sion will need to respond to the design objectives and requirements of the Design and Development Overlay Schedule 34.

The design objectives include:

· To subdivide in an orderly man- ner reflective of the purpose of the zone.
· To acknowledge the rural-edge character of the area.
· To ensure that subdivision responds to environmental and physical fea- tures of the land.
