Planning Permit Applications 762/2015 and 959/2015
The land affected by the Amendment is:  

· 45 Staughton Vale Road, Staughton Vale; 

· 2395 Ballan Road, Anakie;

· 600 Anakie Road, Lovely Banks; and

· 38-42 Mainsail Drive and 124 Pearl Bay Passage, St Leonards.

The land affected by Planning Permit application 762/2015 is 38-42 Mainsail Drive, St Leonards. 
The land affected by Planning Permit application 959/2015 is 600 and 602 Anakie Road, Lovely Banks.
The Amendment proposes to rezone surplus Barwon Water land at four sites across the municipality from Public Use to the underlying zone, and apply relevant overlays to that land, consistent with surrounding land.  The Amendment also applies appropriate zoning to existing and proposed Reserves in and adjacent to the Barwon Water site in St Leonards.
Planning Permit application 762/2015 is for a permit to subdivide to create two lots (to be zoned General Residential Zone Schedule 2) and two reserves, one to be retained by Barwon Water and one to be vested in Council as public open space.
Planning Permit application 959/2015 is for a permit to subdivide to create one lot (to be zoned Rural Living Zone and containing an existing dwelling) and one reserve, to be retained by Barwon Water.
The applicant for the permit is Barwon Water.

You may inspect the Amendment, the Explanatory Report about the Amendment, the application, and any documents that support the Amendment and the application, including the proposed permit, free of charge, at the following locations:

Any person who may be affected by the Amendment or by the granting of the permit may make a submission to the planning authority about the amendment and the application. Submissions must be made in writing giving the submitter’s name and contact address, clearly stating the grounds on which the Amendment is supported or opposed and indicating what changes (if any) the submitter wishes to make.

Name and contact details of submitters are required for Council to consider submissions and to notify such persons of the opportunity to attend Council meetings and any public hearing held to consider submissions. 
The planning authority must make a copy of every submission available at its office for any person to inspect free of charge until the end of the of two months after the amendment comes into operation or lapses.

The closing date for submissions is Monday 11 April 2016.
