The City of Greater Geelong Council has prepared Amendment C394ggee to the
Greater Geelong Planning Scheme.

The land affected by the amendment is private and public coastal land on the Bellarine
Peninsula and Corio Bay at Avalon, Lara, Corio, Geelong, East Geelong, Newcomb,
Moolap, Leopold, Bellarine, Portarlington, Indented Head, St Leonards, Swan Bay,
Ocean Grove, Wallington, Barwon Heads, Connewarre and Breamlea.

The amendment proposes to implement the Bellarine Peninsula - Corio Bay Local
Coastal Hazard Assessment December 2015. 1t includes planning policy changes and
applies a new Land Subject to Inundation Overlay (LS102) to properties identified as
being subject to future flood events and 0.8m sea level rise.
