What the amendment does

The amendment rezones the Public Park and Recreation Zone (PPRZ) portion of the subject land to General Residential Zone Schedule 1 (GRZ1) to reflect the legal settlement of an adverse possession claim. The amendment also applies Schedule 14 to the Design and Development Overlay (DDO14) to the area to be rezoned, which requires a planning permit for constructing or extending a dwelling more than 7.5m in height above natural ground level. 
Specifically, the amendment makes the following changes:

Zoning Maps
· Amends Planning Scheme Map No. 59 to rezone the Public Park and Recreation Zone (PPRZ) portion of the land at 18 Kewarra Drive, Clifton Springs to General Residential Zone Schedule 1 (GRZ1).
Overlay Maps
· Amends Planning Scheme Map. 59DDO to apply the Design and Development Overlay Schedule 14 (DDO14) to the area to be rezoned.
